The Community Relations Unit of the Suffolk
County Sheriff's Office, under the direction
of the Sheriff, has established the Y.E.S.
Program. Although the Sheriff's Office is
interested in raising the consciousness of
ALL Suffolk County youth regarding the
realities of criminal  behavior and
imprisonment, the main target population is
composed of those adolescents who are on
the verge of becoming involved or becoming
more deeply involved in criminal activity and
criminal association.

GOALS:
To help adolescents realize how easily
antisocial criminal behavior can lead to
prison.
To offer support to parents, churches, and
all those who are attempting to work with
these adolescents.
To foster an awareness that only through
work and education can life's most
meaningful goals be accomplished.

It is hoped that the adolescents who
participate in this program will take these
realizations and negative aspects of the
system and incorporate them into their daily
lives, and that the experience will thus serve
as deterrent to juvenile crime.

CRIME TIME

The Penal Law of the State of New York

sets specific offenses. Below are some of

the most common offenses/crimes and

the maximum sentence permitted to be
served in a county jail.
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RULES TO OBSERVE

Please obey ALL instructions given by
any uniformed officer.

Do not engage in any conversation or
make any gestures with the inmate
population without prior approval of an
officer.

Do not, under any circumstances, GIVE
or TAKE any object, material, or
substance from any inmate
ANYWHERE in the facility.

Remain silent throughout the facility
unless instructed by an officer.

While walking through the hallways
stay to the right and walk double-file.

At no time will you be permitted to
have your hands in your pockets.
